The mission statement of University College Ghent defines its

main tasks (education, research and development of the arts) in

an international perspective. We therefore opt for cooperation and
networking with European and international organisations and
universities in order to keep up with the ongoing international
evolutions and actions within a multicultural context. Our policy is
directed towards acquiring, transferring and valorising new knowledge
and competencies.

The mission of University College Ghent is reflected in its student
mobility, its guaranteed transparent use of EcTs, the stimulation of
active staff mobility, the support of international educational projects
and international institutional cooperation through internationalisation
of curricula and internationalisation at home.

Our international office is a central unit which stimulates, informs,
counsels and supports University College Ghent in its endeavours to
shape this objective.

This international orientation is highlighted even more by our
participation in Ghent University Association, which aims at an
international profile. This partnership enables us to reshape our
European and international policy by taking into account the priorities

set by the European Community.

PARTNERSHIPS

The international dimension of University College Ghent is the result

of the full integration of foreign students via a range of intercultural
courses, as well as via an international network of partnerships in which
exchanges take place.

Within the framework of the Eu programmes (the Tempus & MEDA
programmes, the Lifelong Learning Programme (LLp) which includes
Erasmus, Leonardo da Vinci, etc.) our students get the opportunity

to study or to undertake a work placement at a partner institution.
Further study at one of our partner institutions is also encouraged and
developed in the context of ‘Complementary International Studies’ (c1s).
Each faculty of University College Ghent has cooperation agreements
with a number of partner institutions, amounting to some 250 bilateral
agreements with institutions from 26 European countries. Similarly,
qualitative projects and work placements are offered in the framework of
development cooperation.

Furthermore, our staff aims to broaden its international knowledge via
participation in international conferences and seminars. In 2006-2007
about 370 international trips were undertaken so as to attend such
conferences and seminars and set up teacher exchanges.

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ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR EXCHANGE STUDENTS
The status of exchange student is a special statute granted to students
who take part in one of the European educational programmes, such
as Erasmus, TEMPUS, ALFA, EU/Canada and others. Students can also
come to Ghent in the framework of an exchange agreement between
their institution and University College Ghent. As opposed to regular
students (see page 46), exchange students remain enrolled at their
home institution and spend only a few months to a full academic year at
University College Ghent, free of charge.

As an exchange student, your exchange is prepared through the
processing of a number of documents. One of those documents is the
learning agreement, which specifies the courses you will be following
and how they will be assessed. A part of this agreement is the “EcTs
transcript of records system”, which makes it possible to validate the
marks obtained at the host institution in your home institution.

The Regular Foreign Students Admissions
Office allows international degree students to
apply and enrol as a regular student on the basis
of their diploma(s) obtained abroad. Enrolling

as a regular student entails that you pay the
registration fee to the foreign institution and not
to the home institution as exchange students

do (exchange students, see page 44). Moreover,
international degree students attend an entire
study programme abroad and receive their
diploma in the country they visit. Or, in other
words, international degree students are enrolled
in the institution just like national students.

they can apply.



ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

BACHELOR DEGREES
In order to be admitted to the first year of the
Bachelor programmes, the foreign candidate
disposing of a foreign diploma must either
possess:

e An official proof of (level) equivalence with
a Flemish diploma of higher education
obtained from the Flemish Ministry of
Education in Brussels

e A certificate obtained via the Ministry of
Education in the country of origin following
Convention 15 of the Council of Europe,

i.e. a foreign certificate granting access

to university education in that country.

MASTER DEGREES
In order to be admitted to a Master degree,
students either must have successfully
completed a Bachelor degree in Flanders, or the
certificate or diploma of their country of origin
has to be declared equivalent to a Bachelor
degree at University College Ghent. Please
contact the registrar via registrar@hogent.be,

who will tell you how to apply.

ADVANCED PROGRAMMES
Holders of a Bachelor degree may enrol

for an advanced Bachelor, and holders of a
Master degree may enrol for an advanced
Master. In both cases, however, enrolment is

ADDITIONAL ADMISSION
REQUIREMENTS

In order to be admitted to the Music, Drama,
Audio-Visual and Fine Arts programmes,

students have to take an artistic entrance exam.
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LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS

All regular programmes offered at University

College Ghent are in Dutch (except for the

Master of Music, see page 39). Consequently,

regular students must have thorough

knowledge of Dutch before commencing

their studies, which they have to prove by

submitting:

e proof that they have successfully studied
Dutch for at least one year;

e a Ci-level certificate ‘Effectiveness in the
Common European Framework’ for the study
programmes Translation, Interpreting and
Multilingual Communication or a B2-level
certificate ‘Vantage in the Common European
framework’ for other study programmes
offered at University College Ghent;

e Exception: in order to enrol on the Bachelor
and Master programmes of the Faculty of
Music and Drama and of the Faculty of Fine
Arts (except for the Bachelor of Interior
Design), students only have to provide proof
that they have enrolled on a Dutch language
course to be admitted to the first year. In
order to re-enrol for the next academic year,
students have to provide proof that they have
gained sufficient knowledge of Dutch.

As a non-native speaker of Dutch, you are
allowed to stay in Belgium during 1 academic
year to learn Dutch. This is considered as a
preparatory year before actually commencing
your studies. However, you first (!) have to go
through the complete admission procedure
and prove that you meet all the requirements

mentioned above.

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THE AcaDEMIC YEAR

The academic year normally starts on the

last Monday of September (the academic year

2008-2009 is an exception as it starts on

the penultimate Monday of September!) and

consists of two semesters of 12 weeks each. In

week 13, postponed classes and supervising

activities are organised. The autumn semester

ends in January, the spring semester ends in

May. All courses, course-related activities, work

placements, and so on end in May.

Each block of 12 weeks is followed by a

first examination period (January and

June). Students who fail to pass in the first

examination period or who obtained bad marks

for particular courses, may enrol for the second

examination period in September.

Some courses are organised on an annual basis

with a single examination period in June. For

these courses, a second examination period is

held in September.

Please check with your faculty for possible

exceptions.

Our main HOLIDAY PERIODS are:

e Christmas holidays: 2 weeks at the end of
December, beginning of January

e One week between the first and the second
semester

REGISTRATION FEES

For regular students, the registration fees
depend on the type of learning path and on the
country of origin.

Erasmus exchange students do not pay any
registration fees. In the Erasmus exchange
system, students pay the registration fees to the

home institution and not to the host institution.
However, exchange students should take

into account that small fees may be charged

for costs, such as insurance, Student Union
membership, the use of photocopiers, etc.,
which are charged to the local students as well.
It is therefore of vital importance to make an
estimate of your budget at a very early stage.

LIVING EXPENSES

According to former visiting students, living
expenses in Ghent range from 600 to 800 EUR
per month on average, accommodation in a
furnished student room included (about 300
eur/month). Other information relevant for
students, such as housing, health care, culture,
etc. can be found in “Study abroad? Destination
Ghent!”, a practical guide for students published
by the city of Ghent in May 2008.

WHAT ARE ‘ASSOCIATIONS’?
Associations came into being after several
changes to the higher education system in
Flanders. The decrees concerning universities
(1991) and university colleges or hogescholen
(1994) shifted more autonomy and responsibili-
ty to the institutions, introduced new concepts
such as quality assessment and assigned new
missions to the university colleges.

After signing the Bologna Declaration in

1999, the Flemish Minister for Education
started a process to reform the Flemish higher
education system. On 4 April 2003, the Flemish
Parliament adopted the Decree concerning the
restructuring of higher education in Flanders
(the Bachelor/Master structure). One result

of this transformation process is the official
cooperation between a university and one or
more university colleges in what is called an
‘association’. Ghent University Association

is one of the five Flemish associations and

encloses four institutions (see below).
